Lectio Divina for the Second Week
In Ordinary Time

We begin our prayer:
In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the
Holy Spirit. Amen.

Almighty ever-living God,

who govern all things,

both in heaven and on earth,

mercifully hear the pleading of your people

and bestow your peace on our times.

Through our Lord Jesus Christ, your Son,

who lives and reigns with you in the unity of the
Holy Spirit,

God, for ever and ever.

(Collect, Second Sunday in Ordinary Time)

Reading (Lectio)
Read the following Scripture two or three times.
John 2:1-11

There was a wedding at Cana in Galilee, and the
mother of Jesus was there. Jesus and his disciples
were also invited to the wedding. When the wine
ran short, the mother of Jesus said to him, “They
have no wine.” And Jesus said to her, “Woman,
how does your concern affect me? My hour has not
yet come.” His mother said to the servers, “Do
whatever he tells you.” Now there were six stone
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water jars there for Jewish ceremonial washings,
each holding twenty to thirty gallons. Jesus told the
them, “Fill the jars with water.” So they filled them
to the brim. Then he told them, “Draw some out
now and take it to the headwaiter.” So they took it.
And when the headwaiter tasted the water that had
become wine, without knowing where it came from
— although the servers who had drawn the water
knew —, the headwaiter called the bridegroom and
said to him, “Everyone serves good wine first, and
then when people have drunk freely, an inferior
one; but you have kept the good wine until now.”
Jesus did this as the beginning of his signs at Cana
in Galilee and so revealed his glory, and his
disciples began to believe in him.

Meditation (Meditatio)

After the reading, take some time to reflect in
silence on one or more of the following questions:
e What word or words in this passage caught
your attention?
e What in this passage comforted you?
e What in this passage challenged you?
If practicing lectio divina as a family or in a group,
after the reflection time, invite the participants to
share their responses.
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Prayer (Oratio)

Read the Scripture passage one more time. Bring to
the Lord the praise, petition, or thanksgiving that
the Word inspires in you.

Contemplation (Contemplatio)

Read the Scripture again, followed by this
reflection:

What conversion of mind, heart, and life is the Lord
asking of me?

Jesus and his disciples were also invited to the
wedding. Into what parts of my life do I need to
invite Jesus? How can | invite others to encounter
Jesus?

Woman, how does your concern affect me? When
have | failed to attend to the concerns of others? For
what concerns do | need to pray?

Do whatever he tells you. What is God calling me to
do? How can I become more docile to God’s will?

After a period of silent reflection and/or discussion,
all recite the Lord’s Prayer and the following:

Closing Prayer:

Sing to the LORD a new song;
sing to the LoRrD, all you lands.
Sing to the LORD; bless his name.

Announce his salvation, day after day.
Tell his glory among the nations;
among all peoples, his wondrous deeds.

Give to the LoRD, you families of nations,
give to the LoRD glory and praise;
give to the LORD the glory due his name!

Worship the LORD in holy attire.

Tremble before him, all the earth;

Say among the nations: The LORD is king.
He governs the peoples with equity.
